This Australia wide scheme applies to imported male dogs and male progeny from bitches imported in dam (IID) only.  In order for them to be accepted as a stud dog he must be registered by the South Australian Canine Association (SACA) or any Australian National Kennel Council (ANKC) affiliated Kennel Control, the owners must submit the original paperwork for sighting or certified copies of the Haemophilia Certificate to the canine control.  Certified copies must be signed by Veterinarian, Justice of the Peace or Bank Manager:

· Proof of the dog having been x-rayed for Hip and Elbow Dysplasia, and

· Male dogs must have been tested for Haemophilia, with the owner in possession of a H.Neg Certificate for that dog.

Two alternate procedures to be followed for the H.Neg Certificate are set out below:
1.
If the dog is to be tested at a “bleeding day” organised at the Club.

If the dog is to be tested at by a Veterinarian.
